Born in Eugene, Oregon, Moore moved to Guam in 1976 and made
significant contributions to the field of archaeology. She worked at the
Territorial Archaeology Laboratory and was one of the earliest female
archaeologists in Guam. Moore earned her Bachelor's degree at the
University of Guam (UOG) in 1979 and her Master's degree in 1984. She
worked on various projects for UOG and co-authored significant reports,
including the Tumon Bay Report in 1984.

In the late 1980s, Moore founded Micronesian Archaeological Research
Services (MARS), which later became a non-profit corporation. As
President of MARS for 30 years, she led approximately 150 excavations in
Guam, the Northern Mariana Islands, and Yap. Moore was recognized as
the world’s foremost expert on pre-contact ceramics of the Chamorro
people and for studying the harvesting and planting of native and
introduced plants on the Marianas. She has published numerous
scientific papers, presented at international scientific meetings, and
received several accolades, commending her for her work in Guam.
