The National Association of Women in Construction (NAWIC) originally began as Women in
Construction of Fort Worth, Texas. Sixteen women working in the construction industry founded
it in 1953. Knowing that women represented only a small fraction of the construction industry,
the founders organized NAWIC to create a support network. Women in Construction of Fort
Worth was so successful that it gained its national charter in 1955.

Chartered in March 2012, the NAWIC Guam Chapter mission is to strengthen and elevate women
in construction through its core values.

v Be a woman pursuing a career path in construction

v Be a United States citizen, a Permanent Resident of Guam or the CNMI, or a citizen of
the Republic of Palau, Federated States of Micronesia, or Republic of the Marshall
Islands.

v Be a full-time student enrolled or be a registered student for the following school
year in the University of Guam, the Guam Community College, or the GCA Trades
Academy

v A Declared Major in construction-related majors including but not limited to
architecture, engineering, construction management, construction technology, or a
construction trade certification program (including the pre-engineering program)

v Have a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale (or equivalent on a 5.0 scale)
